Telecommunications Access Agreement Abridged
Effective Date: July 31, 2004

Agreement between Bell Canada ("Bell") and Carl&ondominium Corporation #347 (the "Building Owrjer"

Authorizing Bell to Install and Operate VDSL Telesmunications Equipment and use In-Building WireBAiilding Locations
Specified in Schedule" A"

Bell and the Building Owner jointly recognize thiat,order to provide tenants and other buildingupants with the high quality
telecommunications services which such tenantoaodpants expect in buildings owned or controlledhe Building Owner,
Equipment ("the Equipment") may be required toristalled in the Main Terminal Room ("MTR"), POPetsewhere in the
Buildings, as the case may be, by Bell. Therefitre Building Owner hereby authorizes Bell to inséald maintain the
Equipment and to use In-Building Wire under thetoarand responsibility of the Building Owner inetBuildings to provide
telecommunications services (the "Services") toahemand other occupants of the Buildings. Theesddss of the buildings
("the Buildings") and a list of the Equipment ahe tn-Building wire and its location in each of fBeildings is provided in
Schedule "A" attachelaereto.

The parties agree that nothing in this agreemelhbeiconstrued or interpreted to restrict the mion by Bell of
telecommunications services to Tenants and othmmpamnts in the Buildings utilizing the EquipmenbtiNithstanding the
foregoing, the parties hereto acknowledge and abeatehis Agreement does not permit any additi@walipment to be
installed, operated or maintained, beyond the Eyaigt specified in Schedule "A", as revised frometitm time by mutual
agreement.

In the event Bell intends to install additional Exaent in any of the Buildings, Bell shall provittee Building Owner advance
notification of any such additional Equipment Belhy require to install in the Building. Each timelBcontemplates the
installation of additional Equipment, it will subina request to add such new Equipment which williide the location of the
Building, a description of the additional Equipmentd will specifically identify its location withithe Building, for approval by
the Building Owner in the form of an amended Schetiy". Upon approval, the Building Owner will retuan executed copy
for Bell's records, at which time the process dbsdrin item 2 below can proceed.

The parties hereto acknowledge and agree thaagheement is effective as of the Effective Datenshabove and expires on
July 31. 2014This agreement may be extended upon mutual agreéerhbath parties.

I. (@) The Building Owner authorizes Bell

(i) To operate, maintain. replace, remove, andextitip section 2, below, install at Bell's soleenge and risk, the Equipment,
located in the MTR of the Buildings and, if applita the POP Area (as specified by the Building @wior the purpose of
providing the Services to Tenants or other occupdell Equipment shall be specified in Schedulévihich may be modified
from time to time in accordance with sectioh@reof;

(i) Bell shall be entirely responsible for the Building wiring Bell installs which is necessary fits Equipment and Service.
Bell shall, at is sole option, either install ail Building wiring required for its Equipment anér8ice at its expense or shall
satisfy itself as to the availability and suitatyilof the existing In-Building wiring for its pures. Bell shall have no
responsibility for any In-Building wiring that wamt installed or owned by Bell Canada. To the extiest any compensation is
owed to any
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other entity for use of any of the In-Building wig, Bell shall pay such compensation only as idi@ty required and/or
mandated by the CRTC; and

(iii) For the term of this agreement and any extamthereof, to market and promote the ServiceékérBuilding to Tenants and
other occupants, which activities may include, dnat not limited to displaying, distributing or piogt promotional information
or information packages about Bell Services in aradind the Building. No door to door solicitation.

(b) The Building Owner hereby reserves the soletrig grant, renew or extend similar rights to otharties;

2. (a) Bell shall, at its sole cost and expengeaireany damage to the Buildings where such darnsacmused by Bell, its
subcontractors and those for whom it is in law oesgble in relation to the installation, operatiamgintenance or removal of
equipment or facilities governed by this

Agreement;

(b).- Bell agrees to comply with the Building Owisdbeclaration and By-Laws and all reasonable rafesregulations as
adopted and amended by the Building Owner from tortéme, and generally applicable to licenseesahdr contractors in the
Buildings.

3. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Bell employeesstreheck-in with building security, show a photoaitd obtain the necessary
authorizations every time they enter the Buildipgsr to accessing their work area. The Buildingr@w acting reasonably, will
allow Bell's employees access to the Buildings s€v§ days a week, twenty four (24) hours a dalpjest to the Building
Owner's security requirements.

4. Bell shall indemnify the Building Owner from aadainst all actions, suits, claims, damages, esgsertosts and liabilities (a
"Claim") as a result of any damage to the Buildingjury to or death of any person at the Buigior damage to or
destruction or loss of property at the Buildingsuléng from installation, operation, maintenanceemoval of the Equipment,
in the MTR, POP Area or building communicationscgsaby Bell, its subcontractors, and those for witagresponsible in law
except to the extent a Claim results from the geglce or willful misconduct of the Building Ownés employees, agents,
contractors or those other persons for whom thédBigi Owner is in law responsible.

5. The parties hereto acknowledge and agree tHeameits operations are subject to compliancé whe orders, decisions,
rules, regulations, license and directions (calety "the Order") of the Canadian Radio-Televisard Telecommunications
Commission ("CRTC") and its successors as they exiare created from time to time during the tefrthis Agreement, and
any other regulatory bodies having jurisdictiontie event an Order is issued which appears, iFsBehsonable opinion, to
impinge upon Bell's ability to comply with the tesrof this Agreement, Bell may at its option, propoavisions to give effect to
such Order, or terminate this Agreement upon tt{86) days written notice.

In the event of termination of this Agreement upatice by Bell, the parties agree that prior toekpiration of the thirty (30)
day period they will use their reasonable bestrefftn reach an agreement with respect to theitotand operation of
Equipment by Bell in the Buildings for the purposéproviding the Services to Bell's customers eamlated by this
Agreement, on such terms and conditions as theepartay mutually agree upon.

6. This Agreement shall not be assigned by Behatit the prior consent of the Building Owner whazmsent shall not be
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7. If Bell defaults in any of its material obligatis contained herein and such default is not ceadewsithin ten (10) days after
written notice to Bell, the Building Owner shallveethe right to terminate this Agreement withouther notice or
compensation to Bell. Upon termination, at the 8inij Owner's option, Bell shall be required to remds Equipment from the
MTR, POP Area and building communications spacesrastore the affected parts of the Building(sjgmriginal condition to
the reasonable satisfaction of the Building Owner.

8. INSURANCE

Throughout the Term of this Agreement, Bell, asitte cost and expense, shall take out and kefeitl fiorce and effect
comprehensive general liability insurance, inclgdiut not limited to personal injury liability, ctsactual liability and owners'
and contractors' protective insurance coverage ngihect to Bell's use of the Building or any gmrtihereof; such coverage
shall include the activities and operations conelditty Bell and any other person(s) performing walbehalf of Bell or on
whose behalf Bell is in law responsible. Such potiball be written with inclusive limits of not keshat Five Million Dollars
($5,000,000.00) for each occurrence involving bottijury, death or property damage. Upon requestheBuilding Owner,
Bell will provide the Building Owner with currenetificates of insurance evidencing that the regficoverage is in full force.

9. NOTICE

Any notice required or permitted to be given hedmirror any tender of delivery of documents mayuécsently given by the
personal delivery or by facsimile transmissionth® following address:

Any such notice shall be deemed to have been reddiy the Building Owner or Bell, as the case maydn the fifth (5)
business day after the date on which it shall heen so mailed. Such notice, if hand delivered] beaconclusively deemed to
have been given and received at the time of sultbete Such notice, if sent by facsimile, shalldeemed to have been given
and received by the addressee when actually tréteshily the sender, provided that such transmissasimade during normal
business hours, with receipts or other verificaiohsuch transmission.

10. ENTIRE AGREEMENT

This Agreement constitutes the entire agreemetiteoparties and supersedes all prior agreementaratetstandings whether
written or oral relative to the subject matter loér&xcept as otherwise specifically set forthhirstAgreement, neither party
makes any representation or warranty express dradjstatutory or
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otherwise to the other. This Agreement may notrheraded or modified except by a written instrumewcaited by both parties.
11. GOVERNING LAW

This Agreement shall be governed by the laws optie@ince where the Buildings are located or iflaggble, the laws of
Canada.

12. FURTHER ASSURANCES

Each of the parties agrees from time to time h&geahd upon any reasonable request of any othsyr, pamake or cause to be
made all such further acts, deeds, assurancehengd is may be required to more effectually imgenthe true intent of this
Agreement. Building Owner shall not use Bell's Iogademarks, tradenames or any other intellegrogerty without the prior
written consent of Bell.

13. NO EXCLUSIVITY

Bell acknowledges and agrees that nothing in tlgises8ment shall be construed or interpreted asigoatut Bell any exclusive
rights or privileges in the Buildings to the exdarsof any other third parties.

14. CONFIDENTIALITY

Bell and the Building Owner (in its own capacitydan its capacity as agent of any third partiespomize that the unauthorized
disclosure of information provided by Bell to theiBBling Owner pursuant to this Agreement concerBed's Equipment would
result in competitive harm to Bell. The partiesréfere agree that the confidentiality of informatiorovided by Bell to the
Building Owner concerning Bell's Equipment, sersiead customers will be protected by the Buildingn@r and that any
information concerning Bell's Equipment, serviced austomers provided by Bell to the Building Owparsuant to this
Agreement will solely be used by the Building Owfarthe purpose of assisting the Building Owneralation to the
management of space in the MTR and/or POP, ancbi@i@unications pathways as the case may be. Withetricting the
generality of the foregoing, the Building Owner kluge its reasonable best commercial efforts todiszliose the information
provided by Bell, pursuant to this Agreement to aagnpetitor of Bell and shall not make use of thfermation for any
competitive purposes whatsoever. This section &4 shrvive termination or expiration of this Agraent.
